Summary
    
"Count That Day Lost" is a simple poem by George Eliot that teaches an importance of performing acts  of kindness each day. The poem is divided into two parts (stanzas).
In the first stanza, the poet encourages the reader to think about their day and see if they did something nice for someone else. It could be something small, like giving a smile, a kind glance or saying something kind. If they did, then the day was meaningful.
In the second stanza, the poet warns that if a person didn't do anything nice or helpful for others, the day was wasted, “worse than lost”. The poem’s message is clear: each day is important, and we should try to make it better by being kind to others.
